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Global Partners in Your Own Back Yard!

The need for safe, decent, affordable housing around the world is staggering.  An estimated 25 percent of the world's population, some 1.5 billion people, live in substandard housing or have no home at all.  Families are trapped in a daily competition to survive amid horrible, often inhuman, living conditions.  In the United States, more than 33 million Americans struggle to meet basic needs.  In Cleveland, Ohio, nearly one third of the city’s residents live at or below the poverty line and half of all school-age children are living in poverty!

In only 30 years, Habitat for Humanity has become a worldwide force with more than 3,000 active job sites in over 100 countries.  Habitat’s work is accomplished at the community level by chartered affiliates, which are independent, locally run, nonprofit organizations that depend upon charitable giving and volunteerism in order to survive.

In the nineteen years since Greater Cleveland Habitat for Humanity was formed, we have partnered with 135 sponsor groups and over 45,000 volunteers to provide home ownership for nearly 137 Partner Families in the Central, Clark-Metro, Detroit Shoreway, Fairfax, Forest Hills, Glenville, Hough, Ohio City, Slavic Village, St. Clair Superior, Stockyards, Tremont and Union Miles neighborhoods. 
As part of an international movement to end poverty housing, all US and Canadian Habitat affiliates participate in a “House for a House” tithing program to fund home-building work in other countries.  Each time a home is completed here, we make a donation to support a home in the third world.  
A few US dollars go a very long way in the world’s poorest communities, and we have received national recognition for our continued support.
We are proud to note that in addition to our ongoing commitment to rebuilding Cleveland’s central city, we have provided funding for Partner Family homes in Bangladesh, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Ivory Coast and Zimbabwe, and to support Habitat’s mission in Poland and Guyana!  

Our 2006 “House for a House” support provided assistance to Habitat Warsaw and built two homes in Cote d’Ivorie, two homes in Bangladesh, two homes in Guatemala, and a home each in Botswana, Ghana, and El Salvador!
So far in 2007, we have provide funds for two homes in Ghana, a home in Cote d’Ivorie, and a home in Botswana, with more to come…
Together, we are Habitat for Humanity.
